Did you know that there is a monument in 
Washington, DC to honor the Sisters who 
tended wounded and sick soldiers during the 

Civil War? 

An estimated 
1,000 Catholic 
women religious 
cared for troops 
on battlefields and 
in hospitals.  The 

“Nuns of the Battlefield Monument,” which 
was dedicated in 1924, commemorates their 
faith and heroism. 

The Ladies Ancient Order of Hibernians 
(LAOH) led the effort to establish the 
monument. Ellen Ryan Jolly, then the 
president of the group, spent more than a 
decade researching these brave women and 
campaigning for the statue. 

In 2024, the LAOH also led the drive for the 
wayside marker offering an overview of the 
monument to mark the centennial.  Thanks 
to the unwavering dedication of the LAOH — 
then and now — the legacy of these heroic 
Sisters endures.
